FIRST RECONCILIATION PARENT MEETING  
Last Saturday we had the meeting of the first recon-

ciliation students and their parents.  One of the 

things that I did with the parents was to ask them 

the list of qualities they hoped their child would 

have as an adult and also how could the sacrament 

of reconciliation help their child achieve these quali-

ties?  The qualities expressed most often were:   

compassion, honesty, respect for others, forgiving 

and being a holy person. They felt the sacrament of 

reconciliation helps achieve these qualities.  And by 

teaching their children to be reflective and to realize 

that seeking forgiveness is a humbling experience 

that can help their child grow closer to Jesus.  They 

also felt that it was very important for them as 

adults to model forgiveness in their life and by re-

ceiving the sacrament of reconciliation.  I also asked 

them what things is your child exposed to that is 

detrimental to following Jesus?  Their responses 

were: the media, instant gratification, greedy peo-

ple, bad peer influence, and minimalism.  What 

would you add to the list?

February 22 is the feast of the chair of St. Peter.  It 

seems like a strange feast day since the feast day is 

dedicated to the chair of St. Peter.  What this feast day 

is meant to remind us, is that the chair of St. Peter is 

symbolic of the authority of the pope.  It is from the 

chair of St. Peter that the pope makes all of his infalli-

ble pronouncements.  If you ever visit the Cathedral in 

Des Moines or the Cathedral in Omaha you notice that 

there is a chair in the sanctuary with the coat of arms 

of the bishop on the top part of the chair.  This chair, 

like the chair of St. Peter, is symbolic of the authority of 

the bishop.  If you are wondering how often the pope 

makes an infallible pronouncement the answer is that 

he has not an infallible pronouncement since 1954.

A DIFFERENT DRUG PROBLEM 
The other day, someone at a store in our town read that a
