From Father Jacob

The souls of the just are in the hand of
God...chastised a little,
they shall be greatly blessed.

Today is All Souls’ Day, a special day set aside
every year to pray for our loved ones who have died
and for all of the faithful departed.

Why do we pray for those who have died? Because
they can benefit from our prayers and because we
miss them and continue to love them.

The souls who have died can benefit from our
prayers. Just as | pray for my loved ones who are
alive on Earth, I can continue to pray for those who
have died. Since they live in Christ, and I live in
Christ, we continue to be connected with those who
have died. Just as we ask our friends and family on
Earth to pray for us, so we ask the Saints in heaven
to pray for us, and just so the holy souls still on
their way to heaven (ie: in Purgatory) ask us to pray
for them!

And many of those who have died do need our
prayers. Purgatory is the state of those who have
died and are still on their way to Heaven. We
should strive to lead lives of holiness here on Earth,
but if we should die still in need of purification and
detachment from lower things before we are ready
to stand in the presence of God, God does not just
abandon us because we are not yet ready for Him;
He continues to prepare us! It is likely that very
many of us will be in need of at least some such
purification. Purgatory is never the goal: Heaven is
the goal! Nevertheless, purgatory is good news of
God’s saving love, which does not abandon us at
the point of death.

Just as we have cared for our loved ones when they
were alive, we continue to care for them after death
by praying for them! Perhaps a given loved one is
already in Heaven, then he or she doesn’t need our
prayers. But perhaps he or she is still on the way,
and will benefit from our prayers! Either way, God
never lets anything we do for love go to waste! This
week in particular make sure to pray for your loved
ones who have died.
