Feast Of The Exaltation Of The Holy Cross 
 

 

We adore you O Christ and we praise 
you, because by your holy cross you have 

redeemed the world. 

Today we are celebrating the feast of the Triumph 

of the Cross. We celebrate the cross on this 

particular day because on September 14th, 335, the 

Church of the Holy Sepulcher was dedicated in 

Jerusalem, marking the spot where Jesus was 

crucified and buried. Several centuries later the 

relics of the cross were recovered from the Persians 

and brought back to Jerusalem on September 14th, 

629. 

On Good Friday we commemorate Jesusôs 

sorrowful death on the cross with fasting and 

penances, but today we celebrate that the cross is 

also a victory! 

What about the cross is a ñtriumphò? 

On the cross love triumphed over hatred. Jesus lays 

down his life for love of God and love of all of us, 

and so transforms what should have been a cruel 

humiliation by his enemies into a triumphant 

offering. ñNo one takes my life from me, I lay it 

down on my own authority.ò 

On the cross life triumphed over death. Death 

reached out to take Jesus, the one human over 

which it had no claim, because he is the author of 

life itself. It was a trap! And in Jesus death itself 

was destroyed and turned from a final defeat into a 

highway through which we can reach heaven. 

On the cross mercy triumphed over sin. Jesus 

ñbecame sin who did not know sinò so that we who 

are indeed sinners could put on the righteousness of 

God. This great exchange is the greatest mercy God 

could ever have shown us, and it has undone the 

curse of the sin of Adam and Eve and of all human 

sin since! 

On the cross mankind triumphed over the devil. The 

devil had taken us captive ever since Adam and Eve 

were tricked by him in the garden. But in Jesus, the 

new Adam, mankind has been freed from the devil 

and brought into the kingdom of God. 

What about the cross is a ñtriumphò? Everything!
