St Peter’s Book Club

The Seven Pillars of Catholic Spirituality
Chapter 2: Daily Prayer

This week I read chapter 2 of our Christmas
giveaway book by Matthew Kelley: The Seven
Pillars of Catholic Spirituality. Let’s talk about it!

Kelly emphasized a few themes in this chapter. His
emphasis on the importance of silence struck me
especially. I loved his witness of how making time
for silence led him deeper over time in his own
prayer, from planning his day to discussing his day,
and then to asking God about His plan for his day.

Is there silence in your life? What are the things
that make it hard to have that silence?

Kelly spent a few paragraphs discussing how
thought determines action, and I found this
unconvincing. Honestly I don’t even think he
himself would agree with it. Do we really believe
him that thinking you’re going to make the basket
will make it go in? Of course not, unless you’re a
Jedi! I agree with Kelly that positive thinking is
important, but the missing piece is habit: positive
thinking plus a habit of making baskets developed
over time is certainly a lot more powerful, and I
think more in line with what Kelly himself would
say elsewhere.

Was there an argument for prayer that stood out to
you? Were there things you disagreed with?

The strong “action item” of this chapter was the
challenge to spend ten minutes in prayer every day,
and a recommendation when possible to do it in a
church. If you want to build a habit of praying in
church with the Blessed Sacrament talk to Fr Jacob
about options to make that happen!

Will you make a habit of ten minutes of prayer?
When? Where? What else will move to make room?
